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Formatting Your Essay (Chicago Style)
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At the top of window, select
“different first page”
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To begin page numbering on the second
page and NOT the title page, go back to
the page number tab and select “format
page number.” Select “starting at”™ and
set it to “0”

Click “ok”
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INSERTING FOOTNOTES
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and set the style to
“Chicago™

When you are ready to insert a
footnote, be sure that your cursor
is at the end of your quote and
click “Insert Footnote™

It will redirect you to the bottom of the
page where you will insert your citation

= Eootnote citations are author’s

first name, last name. NOT last
name first!

Additionally, a shortcut for footnotes that can be used is

holding down the <ALT=> key and typing <IN N 1=
