How it works

When students enroll in the CEP program they take classes at

University of Phoenix between semesters at your community
college. Students may begin after the first, second, or third
semester and depending upon when they start, can complete
up to 4 upper division courses.

CEP students are enrolled in courses with other associate
degree completers, providing students a built-it support
system. And upon completion, their associate degree will
transfer into the University of Phoenix BSHM program under
our current articulation agreement.
